A traditional tune from Germany.

May 12": | Have A Bonnet Trimmed With Blue. An Irish polka that’s also a
children’s song. It was a Scottish pipe tune which “moved over” to Ireland, with
many variations since then.

June 9" Pat Horgan’s #1. How about another Irish polka? This one goes by lots
of different names and variations, but seems most consistent with this name.
